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Proposed Use 
Saint Jude Catholic Church proposes to host Tent City 4 in order to provide shelter to up 
to 100 homeless people for a duration of 90 - 110 days starting February 11th, 2007 and 
ending tentatively on May 13th, 2007. End date to be determined by logistical 
considerations around the move of TC4 and the permitting process of the follow-up host 
site. 

SHARE/WHEEL will manage Tent City 4 and provide tent shelters and logistical support 
including a kitchen, common area with library and TV, showers, dumpsters, toilets, 
donation management, bicycles, bus and taxi passes. Dumpsters will be emptied twice a 
week and portable toilets will be emptied three times a week. 

St Jude Catholic Church will provide land, access to water and grey water drain for 
showers, and access to electrical power for showers, microwave, and miscellaneous 
appliances. 

Tent City 4 residents will operate under the TC4 code of conduct. The code of conduct 
will be enforced by a 7 x 24 security team made up of TC4 residents. 

Type of structures 

The following tents make up the TC4 encampment: 

Tents 

� 10' x 20' Meeting / Common Area  
� 10' x 20' Kitchen  
� 10' x 20' TV/Library  
� 10' x 15' Storage  
� 9' x 12' Donation  
� 9' x 12' Security  
� 20' x 40' "The Hilton", introductory tent for newcomers, sleeps 20 single men  
� 60 x 10' x 10' sleeping tents  

Other Structures 

� 8' x 15' open space storage for camp bikes  
� 4' x 20' for 4x Honeybuckets  
� 15' x 15' Shower and porch  
� 5' x' 10' Dumpster  
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Alternate Site Plans 

We have included two site plans, Alpha and Omega. Alpha sites the resident tents in the 
wooded area next to the multi-purpose building, Omega sites the resident tents on the 
lower grass field between the church and the lower parking lot. Alpha site in the wooded 
area is the preferred site. 
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Tent City 4 Code of Conduct 
We, the people of SHARE/WHEEL, in order to keep a more harmonious community, ask 
that you observe the following code of conduct: 

� SHARE/WHEEL's Tent City 4 is a drug and alcohol free zone. Those caught 
drinking or using drugs will be asked to leave. Sobriety is required.  

� No weapons are allowed. Knives over 3-1/2 inches must be checked in.  
� Violence will not be tolerated. Please attempt to resolve any conflict in a creative 

and nonviolent manner.  
� Degrading ethnic, racist, sexist or homophobic remarks are not acceptable. No 

physical punishment, verbal abuse or intimidation will be tolerated.  
� We are a community. Please respect the rights and privacy of your fellow citizens.  
� No men in the women’s tents. No women in the men's tents.  
� No open flames.  
� No loitering or disturbing neighbors. No trespassing.  
� Attendance of at least one of the several community meetings held through the week 

is required. Days and times will be posted so that you may work it into your 
schedule.  

Any of the following are grounds for being permanently barred from Tent City 4: 

� Alcohol in camp  
� Illegal Drugs in camp  
� Violence or Threats of Violence  
� Sexual Harassment  
� Theft (of any resident’s property or of TC4 community property)  
� Anything that causes a 911 call to be placed (other than legitimate Medical 

Emergency)  
� Open flames or smoking in tents  
� Repeated Write-Ups for Minor Infractions  
� Violating any of our specific agreements with the current Host Church and/or Host 

City (ask any Executive Committee Member if in doubt as to these agreements)  
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
